Core Learning of This Unit: 
 
Children will use the theme of What does it mean to belong? To develop their drawing skills in order to produce high 
quality sketches based upon the theme. Throughout this unit, children should become spontaneously expressive, 
they should be provided with opportunities to explore tone using different grades of sketching pencils, pastel, chalk 
and charcoal. Children should be encouraged to discuss small and big things in images. They should be starting to 
observe patterns and be able to sketch both natural and man-made objects.
