Subject Unit Overview 
Subject: RE     Year Group: 4   Term: Summer 1 

“Why is the Bible important to Christians today?” 
 

Core Learning of This Unit: 
• Give pupils a brief introduction to the Christian Bible – Old and New Testaments, divided into books, 
chapters and verses 

• Introduce pupils to the idea that for Christians, the Bible tells them about what God is like. It also tells a 
‘big story’ of God’s dealings with human beings and his son, Jesus.   

• Find out what good and bad things people sometimes do. Explore idea of temptation: what things are 
tempting? Why do we give in sometimes? Do we sometimes blame others? Tell the story of Adam and Eve 
giving in to temptation 

• Explore key biblical stories and the meanings of these for believers 

• Look at some examples of how Christians use the Bible 

Prior Learning: 

 
From KS1: Children will 
have learnt about Islam 

and Christianity in detail 
including the key festivals 
celebrated 

 
Children will have studied 
Christianity at length 

throughout their journey 
and will have knowledge 

of at least 2 other major 
world religions to compare 
this with.
