Subject: Art Year Group: 6 Term: Spring

Core Learning of This Unit:

The children will use the context of the their theme: Does adversity make us stronger? To produce a
piece of colour work (media chosen at discretion of teacher) based on a theme of their choice. This may be
linked to their core text or a core theme within their unit. Children should be able to easily control and
experiments with tones, shades, tints, hue and mood, considers choices of colours/shades for particular
purposes/moods/feelings, explore the effect of light and dark and consider different artists and their use
of colour with confidence. They should be able to explore colour theory to help make decisions
(primary/secondary/tertiary/contrasting/complementary/harmonious/monochromatic) on their own art
work.

Pablo Picasso (1881-1973) painter, sculptor, etcher, lithographer, ceramist and designer, who has had enormous

influence on 20th century art and worked in an unprecedented variety of styles.

Andy Warhol (pop art— specifically focusing on colour theory ideas) an American artist, film
director, and producer who was a leading figure in the visual art movement known as pop art.
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
